But remember, when you're answering the question, try to find out what is likely to be of the most interest to the interviewer. What are the key requirements of this position? A meeting of The Washington. Post employees was held on 5 August,2013. Into the crowded hall entered chairman Donald E. Graham, and his niece and publisher Katherine Weymouth. The air was thick. The newspaper was to get a new boss! Jeffrey P. Bezos of Amazon.com would buy the daily for $250 million in cash.

Both the uncle and the niece took turns in telling the news and answering their questions. Many of the audiences wept because they were unable to accept the news. "The rise of Intern[image: image4.png]n
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et and the change from print to digital technology have created a huge wave of competition for traditional news companies," said Donald E. Graham.  

   In 2013, after struggling with the falling revenue( 收益 ) for years, The New York Times (NYT)sold its The Boston Globe newspaper for $70million. The NYT bought the paper in 1993 for$1.1 billion. Just twenty years later, the company sold it for a cheap price.

    Nowadays, things seem to be worse than ever. Newspapers are reportin[image: image5.png]n
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g negative growth across US and Europe. Francis Gurry, the 4th Director General of the World Intellectual Property Organization said that newspapers would disappear by2040.

    This may cause a lot of problems for media jobs. For example, layoffs ( 裁员 ) and salary cuts are very common now. Many of the journalists have already moved to different jobs where their writing and editing skills are of no use. A large number of former journalists work as marketing executives, or property developers. In Canada last year, Sun Media, the largest newspaper chain there, stopped its eight dailies, closing 360 jobs and slashing 500 positions.

The traditional media still send people out to collect stories. However, with the mobile phones today, everybody is a reporter: Therefore, the newspapers are forced to adapt in order to survive. That may be a revolution (  革命 ), but at the cost of newspapers.

Generally, the blues are often associated with unhappy things. For example, if you lose your job, you might want to listen to the blues. Although the blues often deal with unhappy personal things, the music itself goes far beyond self-pity. The blues is also about overcoming hard luck, saying what you feel, ridding yourself of sadness, making you relaxed, and simply having fun.

The blues has deep roots in American history, particularly African-American history. The blues began in Southern plantations  ( 大农场 ) in the19th century. Its inventors were slaves, ex-slaves and the children of slaves - African-American sharecroppers (佃农 ) who sang as they worked in the cotton and vegetable fields.

The blues grew up in the Mississippi Delta just upriver from New Orle[image: image7.png]n
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ans, the birthplace of jazz. Blues and jazz have always influenced each other, and they still influence each other in many ways today. Unlike jazz, the blues didn't spread out quickly from the South to the Midwest until the 1930s and 1940s. When the Delta blues made their way up the Mississippi to urban areas, the music developed into electrified Chicago blues, other regional blues styles, and various jazz-blues hybrids. About ten years later, the blues gave birth to rhythms ( 节奏 )'n' blues and rock 'n' roll.

    No single person invented the blues, but many people said they had discovered different styles of the blues. For example, a bandleader, W.C. Handy, insisted that the blues was first shown to him in 1903 by, a street guitarist at a train station in Tutwiler, Mississippi.

   During the middle to late 1800s, the Deep South was home to hundreds of important bluesmen who helped to shape the music. Unfortunately, much of this original music followed these sharecroppers to their graves. But the music of these earliest blues pioneers can still be heard in the recordings of 1920s and 1930s from Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas, Georgia and other Southern states.

Some of the people who created many popular apps are telling kids to put their phones away -at least, a bit more often. The Center for Humane Technology is made up of people who used to wo[image: image10.png]n
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rk for big tech companies like Google, Facebook and Twitter. Now they want kids to stop using those apps and websites so much.

In early February, the center started a campaign(  活动) called the Truth about Tech. Its goal is to teach students, parents and teachers about the dangers of spending too much time on smart phones and computers.

According to studies about kids and technology, more than 95 percent of elementary school-aged children spend at least part of everyday using a computer or smart phone. About 78 percent of teens check their phones every hour, and more than half of them sleep with their phones in case they get a call or message during the night.

The Center for Humane Technology says that the apps and websites we use every day are purposely designed to keep us chatting, playing or watching online as much as possible. That includes social media- like Snapchat, Instagram, Facebook and Twitter, websites like YouTube, and online games. It also says that the tech companies talk only about the good aspects of their products and don't mention the side effects.

Some physical problems, like headaches, eyestrain( 眼疲劳 ), and neck pain are caused by using phones or computers too much. Students spending too much time online may find it hard to be focused on school work. Children and teenagers are more likely to have these problems because their brains, bodies and social skills are still developing.

One goal of the Truth about Tech campaign is to make sure that kids understand how technology affects them so they can make better decisions. The people behind the campaign also want governments and the tech companies themselves to take steps to protect children. When the leaders of the big technology companies are designing tech tools for kids, they should think about what they would want for their own children.
